SERMON OUTLINE 
Title: Redemption Starts Here 
Scripture Passage: Genesis 12:1-9 

 
BIG IDEA: Responding to God’s call takes faith. 

 
Introduction 

 Genesis 12 – the beginning of God’s plan of redemption. 

 

 

1. God Initiated 

 God’s choice – nothing to do with Abram’s worthiness. 

 God’s grace – motivated by His love. 

 All peoples on earth blessed through Abram = Gentiles experiencing salvation 

(Galatians 3:7-9). 

 Recognizing God’s grace in our lives – extremely important to a life of humility, 

gratitude, and dependence on God. 

 

2. God Directed 

 God’s promises – not fulfilling Abram’s desires. 

 Only God could fulfil such big promises. 

 God must be the one to show us where, what, and how. 

 God’s directions – not always entirely revealed. 

 God can call us to something as well as away from something. 

 Following God’s direction = experiencing His good plan for us. 

 

3. Faith Required 

 Big promises require big faith. 

 Abram’s faith was in God, not himself. 

 God reveals Himself to Abram to be a God to have faith in. 

 Let God’s track record inform your faith. 

 

 

Conclusion 

 Know: We can trust where God is leading us. 

 Be: Constantly on the lookout for His direction for our lives. 

 Do: Follow God’s leading in faith.
