SERMON OUTLINE 
Title: The Lord’s Covenant with Abram 
Scripture Passage: Genesis 15:1-21 

 
BIG IDEA: God made His Covenant with Abram – a man of courage and faith but who 
also harbours fears and doubts. 

 
Key Verse: Genesis 15:6 (NIV) 
Abram believed the LORD, and he credited it to him as righteousness. 

 
1. God comforts Abram’s fears and allays his doubts. 

 
o Fear of retribution after his victory over the 4 kings and his confrontation with the 

king of Sodom where he refused his offer. 
 

o Doubts about God’s promise to give him children and the promised land. 
 
 

2. Lessons can we pick up along the way. 
 

o God knows our innermost fears and He provides comfort. 
 

o God is our Sovereign, our shield, our King and He provides protection. 
 
 
3. God comforts and confirms His promise to Abram. 
 

o God’s promises cannot fail for God cannot fail. 
 
God works out his purposes in His time, His way, in accordance with His will. 
 
 
Conclusion 

Know: God is faithful, and His promises will come to pass but, in His way, and His time. 
 
Be: Patient and enduring and hold fast onto God’s promises. 
 
Do: Persevere in faith and continue to believe in God’s promises especially when 
things don’t seem to be happening. 



  

 
 
REFLECTION / DISCUSSION 
 
1. As with Abram, we too might be afraid, have doubts, feel impatient and frustrated as we 

seek to obey God.  In what ways can we be encouraged from how God deals with Abram 
in this part of his journey of faith? 

 
2. Are you currently faced with fears, doubts, temptations to go a different way, and even 

frustration while struggling to obey what God has shown you?  Share and/or bring this to 
God, He already knows… pour your heart out to Him. 

 
3. Abram did not get to know if would gain possession of the promised land.  God revealed 

that his descendants see the promise fulfilled.  Share and discuss your prayer requests to 
maintain your faith and keep patient hope in God.
