SERMON OUTLINE 
Salt & Light, The Influence We Have 
Matthew 5:13-16 
 
BIG IDEA:  
That we are Salt and Light is a given. What matters is what kind are we? 
 
Salt of the Earth: 

• Salt Challenges - many uses, except to be kept in the shaker. Salt is NOT meant to be 
contained; it is to be USED as and where NEEDED 

• Salt is precious, used to pay soldiers, has a religious significance (Lev 2:13) 

• Losing saltiness = losing significance, value and preserving influence and is discarded 
and is irrecoverable 

 
Light of the World:  
Not an Option 

• Jesus didn't challenge us to be the light, he said we ARE the light 

• Are we Fulfilling or Failing in this? 

• NOT to be hidden, if enclosed, it can be snuffed out 

• Use it, or Lose it.   

• Raise your light high up on a stand. What is your platform? Where is your house?  
Go where light is needed 

• Our light is defined or qualified by our good deeds, so shine to glorify our Father in 
heaven 

 
Conclusion: 
KNOW: that Jesus calls us to be Salt and Light so that our good deeds may glorify our Father 
in heaven 
BE: aware that we are called to be influencers of the Kingdom of God  
DO: pray for obedience and wisdom to salt and shine more in the ‘world’ we live in 
 
Discussion Questions: 

1. Are we Keepers of the Salt or Spreader of it? What can we do better to let our Light 
shine for the glory of God? 

2. What ‘world’ do we influence? Where can we expand our world to extend our influence? 
3. What are some obstacles that cause us not to reach out to influence people around us?
