SERMON OUTLINE 
Equipped In Our Heads 
2 Timothy 4:1-5 
 
BIG IDEA: Be prepared to give a reason 
for hope in the Gospel     
 
Key Verses: 2 Timothy 4:2 (NIV)  
 
Preach the word; be prepared in season and 
out of season; correct, rebuke and 
encourage—with great patience and careful 
instruction. 
 
Introduction 

• Paul instructs Timothy to faithfully preach 
God’s word and carry out all the duties of 
his ministry 

• Timothy must be prepared to engage and 
provide a clear presentation of the Gospel 
in response to other prevailing teachings 
and worldviews affecting the church  

• The clear truth of the Gospel must be 
preached and taught with great patience 
and careful instruction 

 
Having our minds equipped: M.I.N.D 

1. M – Mind of Christ                  

• Christ humbled Himself to obey God’s 
will (Philippians 2:8) 

• Like Timothy, we must always devote 
ourselves to fulfilling whatever charge 
the Lord gives us (2 Timothy 4:1-2)  

 
2. I – Insight to Share  

• Timothy had to be prepared to face 
contrary teachings and competing 
worldviews in his ministry (2 Timothy 
4:3-4) 

• Having the right insights into 
cultural/worldview issues enables the 
Gospel to be shared meaningfully 

3.  N – Non-offensive Attitude    

• Paul instructs Timothy to teach with 
great patience while maintaining the 
truth of the Gospel (2 Timothy 4:2) 

• 1 Peter 3:15 also teaches us to 
witness with gentleness and respect  
 

4.  D – Determination to Witness     

• Timothy must remain clear-headed 
and endure hardship in fulfilling his 
ministry (2 Timothy 4:5) 

• We must have a steadfast 
determination to witness to those 
around us  

 
Conclusion: 
God will use our preparedness and 
determination, as empowered by His Spirit, 
to impact lives around us.  
 
Reflection Questions: 

1. Am I prepared ‘in season and out of 
season’ to share the Gospel? 

2. What is one practical step I can take 
this week to equip myself to witness 
more effectively?   

3. What is the level of my determination 
to continue witnessing despite 
setbacks or rejection?
