SERMON OUTLINE 
God’s Preparation Process (David)   
1 Samuel 16:4-13, Psalm 78:69-72 
 
BIG IDEA: God’s preparation shapes us to be people after God’s own heart. 
 
Key Verse: 1 Samuel 16:7b (NIV)  
The LORD does not look at the things people look at. People look at the outward appearance, but the LORD 
looks at the heart.” 
 
Introduction 

• After the failure of Saul’s kingship, God spoke to the prophet Samuel that He had found a man after 
God’s own heart (1 Samuel 13:13-14, 1 Samuel 15:28) 

• God then sends Samuel to anoint David to signify that he is now God’s anointed one to be king over 
Israel 
 

God’s preparation involves: 
 

1. Anointing  
    Purpose and Power  

• God’s anointing marked out David as future king with the accompanying power of God’s Spirit (1 
Samuel 16:13)  

• The one who is anointed has a new identity, purpose and mission in life (cf. Luke 4:18-21, Acts 1:8) 
 

2. Adversity  
    Character and Conviction     

• Adversity shapes and reveals character  

• David’s adversities shaped the nature and character of his faith 
 
3.  Advancement  
     Growth and Gains  

• David’s kingship created a secure nation for God’s people to thrive and prepared the way for God’s 
temple to be built under his son Solomon (1 Kings 5:3-5) 

• For Christians, God’s Kingdom advances through sharing the Gospel, authentic discipleship and 
empowered service 

 
Conclusion: 
God prepares us to advance His Kingdom.  
 
Practical/Reflection Activities: 

1. Reflect and share with your small group what you understand by being a person after God’s own 
heart. 

2. Prayerfully reflect on your life over the past 5 years or more. How has God used adversities to shape 
your faith?
